11 Ways to Promote Your Business Success 
All businesses need publicity, but how do those with 
a modest marketing budget get public exposure--a 
vital element in the success of any business?     
Contrary to popular belief, you don't need a sky-high 
marketing budget for an effective publicity campaign. 
You can be your own publicist. All it takes is some 
dedication, persistence, and a solid plan based on 
concrete knowledge of your audience. 
To be successful, your publicity efforts should be 
ongoing, according to Rick Frishman, publicist and 
author. Thus you should always look for new oppor-
tunities to generate exposure. "To stay ahead of the 
competition--or just keep up--means that you have to 
be out there promoting on a regular basis," Frishman 
said. 
 
What should you do to launch a successful publicity 
campaign on your own? Tips from Frishman's book-- 

Be your own best sales tool. Learn to spot publicity 
opportunities--even outside the office. Carry your 
products, brochures, or business cards with you. 
When you meet people, take the opportunity to sell 
yourself. 

Build relationships. Everyone you meet is a      
potential ally and a possible source of business  
and referrals. Ask yourself, "Who do I know who 
can help me?" 

Become an authority. Establish yourself as an  
expert in your field. You can increase your visibility 
by participating in seminars or workshops, teaching 
a class, or publishing materials in your area of  
expertise. 

Show how you are different. Determine what is 
unique about your business or what distinguishes 
your product or service from others. Then come up 
with a clever way to tell the world about it. 

Be credible. Never claim to be what you're not or 
promise what you can't deliver. Once lost, credibility 
is difficult to regain. Also, be enthusiastic. Believe in 
your product and others will too. 

Follow up on your outreach efforts. Set aside a time 
each day to follow up with your contacts. Be persis-
tent, but not rude. 

Make the Internet your friend. Explore its research 
and marketing capabilities. Develop an attractive, 
informative website that's easy to navigate. Use 
email for correspondence. 

Understand what really motivates employees. 
Recognition, a sense of contribution, and a sense 
of belonging help create loyal employees who 
naturally deliver great customer service. Find ways 
to catch employees doing things right, then recog-
nize them for it. 

Make perception a reality. Employees deliver 
service equal to how they perceive themselves 
and their role in their organization. For example, 
instead of giving delivery people toolboxes, give 
them briefcases and business cards. A result, 
rather than viewing themselves as manual labor-
ers, they take on the attitude of delivery profes-
sionals who are proud to work for your company. 

Create a fun working environment. Healthy and 
fun work environments improve productivity while 
reducing absenteeism as well as employee turn-
over. Recognize employees by making certifi-
cates, creating whimsical posters, circulating 
greeting cards, or tying colorful balloons to em-
ployees' chairs. 

Don't forget to display recognition publicly--in 
company newsletters, on the website, on a "Good 
News" board in the shop entrance.
