Safe Harbor Free Clinic is introducing com-
prehensive diabetes evaluation and man-
agement with free testing the third Friday of
each month. The clinic, at Skagit Valley
Medical Center, begins with a 6 p.m. class
and testing continuing until 9. The regularly
scheduled clinic will be held during those
same hours. Walk-in only — no appoint-
ments. Clinic services include the diagnosis
and management of acute care conditions,
including basic office laboratory testing and
referral for more complex problems requir-
ing more additional diagnostic work-up of
ongoing care. Well child visits and immuni-
zations are provided. Information and refer-
ral to the array of social services in the tri-
county area are also provided. Medications
are provided through the $4 monthly ge-
neric programs offered by local pharmacies.
Pain medications will not be prescribed; all
services are provided by volunteers.

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Personal Safety Tip from The Stanwood Police Dept.

The odds of you being victimized by crime while in a public place is low. However, your personal safety is at risk anytime
you go out. For this reason, you must protect yourself. Remember, criminals often plan crimes and look for the right oppor-
tunity with the easiest victim. Your best defense is to plan ahead. Being safer doesn’t require you to change your lifestyle,
personality, wardrobe or to stop going out. The Stanwood Police Department provides the following crime prevention
measures to increase your personal safety and security.

At Home

Have your key in hand when approaching the entryway.

Wait outside if anything looks unusual (i.e. open door or broken window).
Give the hide-a-key to a trusted neighbor.

No personal identification on key rings.

Change the locks if you lose your house keys.

Walking

Avoid walking alone. Be confident and walk with purpose.

Choose busy, well-lit streets and avoid isolated areas, alleys and vacant lots.
Walk facing traffic to see approaching cars.

Earphones make you less able to sense potential danger.

Keep valuables in an inside pocket and hold your purse under your arm so it is harder to snatch.
Driving

Keep your car in good running order.

Plan your route in advance.

Drive with the doors locked and windows rolled up.
Carpooling is a safe alternative to driving alone.

Don't stop if another driver tries to force you off the road.
